Founded by Benjamín Otero in 1866 to facilitate its business with an initial capital of 60,000 $b (about 43,200 $F), Otero y Cía was the first private bank with 
issuing privilege in the province. Otero was the director and chairman, with several partners participating as sponsors. The establishment had branches in Villa 
Nueva, Río Cuarto, San Francisco and Villa del Rosario. In 1886, faced with the significant taxation imposed by the provincial government to monopolize financial 
activities for the benefit of the Banco Provincial de Córdoba, Otero y Cía renounced the right of issue1. Finally, in 1888, the Banco de Italia y Río de la Plata 
requested its liquidation for unpaid accounts. 

 
The first issue is extremely rare and now, we only know for sure the note of 4 reales. The existence of the other denominations, mentioned at SCWPM and taken up 
by Bauman, remains to be proven.  Similarly, the few figures given by Bauman are to be verified

SCWPM mentions two different dates: 1.6.1867 (1, 2 and 4 reales) and 31 (!). 11.1867 (all values). Knowing that November is only 30 days long, this date is 
dubious to say the least. As for the value of 2 reales, Bauman indicates that it remains to be confirmed. SCWPM does not provide any reproduction or description, 
and Bauman only shows the 4-reales note with the date of June 1, 1867. 
The issue would have been 1,000 pesos bolivianos, increased by 10,000 pesos the following year.

After being accepted by the Minister of Finance of the Province of Córdoba, Tomás Garzón, the project of establishing a provincial bank was sanctioned on August 
22, 1872. Founded as a company with mixed capital, the Banco Provincial de Córdoba opened its counters on September 22, 1873, but suffered from the crisis of 
1873 even before it had opened its doors : indeed, it proved impossible to raise foreign capital to reach the desired capital of $f 3,000,000, and it was reduced to $F 
1,000,000. However, even this amount could not be raised, and finally the bank began its operations with a capital of only $F 200,000. However, until the end of the 
decade, it managed to exceed the $F 600,000. Today the bank continues its activities under the current name of Bancor (Banco de Córdoba). 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Several different issues showing the same date, the classification of SCWPM remains a little confused, especially because of the lack of illustrations. To this isa dded 
an issue not mentioned either at Bauman or SCWPM, dated January 1, 1875, and identical to that of March 27, 1873 (see PS-721) as regards printing. It is not yet 
known if there were other values with this date or if such a note circulated. So, I'll try to reconstruct the logical order of the issues, Baumans catalog having be very 
useful. 
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1. ISSUE IN PESOS OF MARCH 27,1873. 

 

The notes were printed by Lit. San Martín in Buenos Aires. These first banknotes have a hatched space to the right of the word PESOS, which allowed if necessary 
to complete the type of currency. It is therefore quite possible that they were put into circulation only once the currency was specified and do not exist without 
overload as authorized notes.

Río Cuarto is the second largest city in the province of Córdoba, founded on November 11, 1786, in the southwest. The economic situation after the crisis of 1873 
prompted some of the city's businessmen, such as Belisario Nedoya, Ambrosio Olmos, Wenceslao Tejerino and the political leader Justo Hernández to found the 
Banco Río Cuarto,which opened its counters at the corner of General de Division Fotheringham (at the time Alejandro Roca Street) and Constitución Street. It had 
raised a capital of 50,000 $F, in 500 shares at 100 $F each, all subscribed by local entrepreneurs and traders. Despite difficult setbacks - the country was just 
emerging from a severe economic crisis - its notes were soon accepted throughout the province as well as in the Cuyo region. The number of banknotes in 
circulation in October 1876 was 38,475.19 pesos bolivianos (19 centavos = 1½ reales), that of banknotes at 11,524.81 (81 centavos = 6 ½  reales). In 1880, the 
Banco Provincial de Córdoba set up a branch in Río Cuarto. The bank was liquidated in 1883. 
 
Eduardo Tyrrell, in Trabajo de Recopilación de Datos y Fotos, Río Cuarto, July 2009 and the magazine  Historia Ilustrada de Río Cuarto, JAF Publicaciones, June 1999, place the 
foundation in 1876 and the opening on March 27, 1876, which is obviously incorrect, since the notes were printed in May 1874 already by ABNCº with date ofApril 1of the same year. 
The same date of 1876 is mentioned in the journal  Travesía, Nº 3, second half  1999 / first half  2000, pp. 23-38, in the article La banca comercial en la segunda mitad del siglo XIX. 
Córdoba 1860-1890, by Luis Tognetti, then in the article El Banco Río Cuarto. Una iniciativa para el progreso, in which the author, Luis Schlossberg, cites an article published in 1941 
in La Prensa. This is obviously a copyed error from publication to publication.
